For ten years, Rosemerry served as director of the
Telluride Writers Guild and wrote an award-winning column on linguistics for the
Telluride Daily Planet. In 2007, she and her husband, Eric, bought a 75-acre orchard and
now grow organic peaches, pears, cherries, apples and apricots. Her master’s degree in

English Language & Linguistics is from University of Wisconsin—Madison.
